He entered the U.S. House of Repre-
sentatives in 1996 where he represents Maryland's 7th Congres-
sional District.

Congressman Cummings is a senior member of two standing
Committees: Oversight and Government Reform; and Transpor-
tation and Infrastructure. He serves on two subcommittees that
oversee public policy regarding:
(1) Highways, Bridges, Tunnels, Railroads, Pipelines,
Hazardous Materials and Aviation; and
(2) Coast Guard and Maritime Transportation, of which
he is the Chairman.
